In order to enroll in this program, you must be at least 18 years old, eligible to work in the US, have a high school diploma or GED, have a valid driver’s license, and be drug free. For training at Butler Tech, you must be a resident of Butler or Warren County. Residents of Hamilton County should apply for the program at Hamilton County SuperJobs.

You must then complete the following steps:

1. Submit the Application for Participation including a copy of your driver’s license, a personal statement, and letters from references to Butler Tech. Applications will be reviewed on a first come, first serve basis, but should be submitted no later than February 1, 2012. Applications may be delivered in person or mailed to Bob Hasselfeld, Butler Tech PSEC, 5140 Princeton-Glendale Rd, Liberty Twp, OH 45011. It may also be faxed to Bob Hasselfeld at 513-844-8946. 


2. To see if you may qualify for support services such as child care, etc., reach out to your county Job and Family Services agency.

3. Score at a minimum 7th grade level for reading and math on the TABE (Test of Adult Basic Education) exam. If you have an associate’s or bachelor’s degree, you do not have to take the TABE exam. This exam and its preparation classes are available at area ABLE programs. We recommend that you attend four preparation classes to make sure you are ready for the exam. There is an ABLE location in Butler Tech’s D. Russel Lee building, 3603 Hamilton-Middletown Rd.   Current TABE registration and testing dates at the Butler Tech D. Russel Lee location are Oct. 4 and 18; Nov. 1, 15 and 29; and Dec. 13. More testing dates will be available in January. Call ABLE at 513-420-4520 for more information or to confirm testing dates. Please let them know you are with the Brownfield program and would like to prepare and take the TABE test.
	
4. Provide a state criminal background check. Applicants who have a felony will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

5. You will be scheduled for an interview. Rounds of interviews will begin in December 2011 and continue through February 10, 2012.

6. Once your application has been approved for the second round, you will be given additional information to take a drug test. Butler Tech must receive passing results for you to continue through the process. 

7. You will then take a physical exam to determine your physical fitness for the type of jobs for which this program prepares you. 


8. Within five business days of completion of this process, you will receive information on the status of your admission to the program via email. If you do not have an email address, you may be contacted by phone but it is highly recommended that you create an email address to assist with employment after the program.
